Senior Choir History

According to accounts given by Senior Members of this church, a choir
was loosely organized during the early 1900's between the pastorate of
the great Rev. M.M Alston and the late Rev. C.L. Alston. A pump organ
was used for the music and the first musicians were Mrs. Rosa Rose and
Mrs. Emma Dickson. In 1917, under the pastorate of the late Rev. J.W.
Tharpe, the choir continued to render its musical services under the
directions of Miss. Mary Lee Brown and Mr. J.W. Burnett. This was a
mixed aged group of singers and some members included Mrs. Margaret
Shedrick, Mr. J.W. Burnett, and Mrs. Maudie Burnett, Mr. J.C. Souder,
Mrs. Eula V. Arnold, Miss. Velma Souder, Mr. Roosevelt Souder, Mr.
Kincaid Souder, Mrs. Ida Crowder, Mr. C.H. Souder and many others
whose names we cannot remember. One of the latter musicians was Miss
EulaV. Arnold. In 1946 under the pastorate of the late Rev W.C. Dorsey,
the choir was reorganized under the leadership of Mr. C.H. Souder and
his wife, Mrs. Lizzie Souder. It was also assisted by Mrs. Gloria Glenn
Jones, lovingly known to us as “G.G”. In 1949 under the pastorate of the
Rev. T.H. Fortson the choir was again reorganized in an attempt to place
age groups together, and the late Mrs. Argatha Fortson Taylor was
elected to serve as President. The choir has undergone many changes but
has forged ahead in Jesus’s name through many trials, tribulations,
changes, and hardships. The choir has diligently worked toward
rendering service to God through songs of praise. The Senior Choir has
always made available many financial and other tangible gifts to
ACUMC over the years and demonstrated its faith and belief in God
through its service to mankind. Some of these gifts are found in pew racks
in the form of pew hymnals. “Reserved Songs of Zion,” others include
folding chairs, paying off outstanding indebtedness of our beautiful baby
grand piano and many others, too numerous to mention. The Lord has
richly blessed this choir with God empowered leadership, with God’s
help we moved forward under the leadership of many truly born again,
loving, nurturing, Holy Ghost filled presidents. Mr. Rochester
Broughton, Mrs. Nellie Harris, Mrs. Imogene Starks, Mrs. Eva Watson,
Mrs. Pauline Hodges, Mrs. Alma Glass, Mrs. Carolyn Crowder, Mrs.
